LGV SUCCESS FOR YOUNG FRAMPTONS' DRIVER  

Framptons' driver Jason Pritchard has just completed his Young Driver course and has passed his LGV class C test at the 

age of 19 - two years earlier than is normally achievable.  The Young LGV Driver scheme is managed by Skills for Logistics 

on behalf of the Department of Transport.  The local training provider is Norton Radstock College - the required 

underpinning knowledge and key skills training was supplied by the College and the driver training by Mendip Transport 

Training in Shepton Mallet.  Both centres carried out a number of in-cab assessments on Jason's driving ability. 



The Skills for Logistics scheme was set up to address the future needs of the logistics 

sector, and recognising the national shortage of LGV drivers, its principal aims are to 

broaden the recruitment base and provide a structured framework for life-long learning in 
the industry. 

The training is NVQ-based training and provides the opportunity for a young person to 

obtain a full category C driver's licence at the age of 18 rather than 21, and potentially a 
category C+E licence before their 21st birthday.

LORRY ROAD USER CHARGE UPDATE  

The Conservative Shadow Transport Secretary Chris Grayling has suggested the introduction of a revised form of the 

Lorry Road User Charge (LRUC) scheme similar to that scrapped by the present Government in July 2005. 

The Freight Transport Association welcomes the suggestion, saying that 'UK road haulage operates at a substantial 
competitive disadvantage against vehicles from overseas as the result of diesel duty charged at 47p per litre in the UK 

compared with an average for the rest of Europe of just 22p per litre. 

The scheme abandoned by the Government last year would have taxed all lorries based on the distance they travelled 
with a compensatory reduction in fuel duty for UK vehicles. It would have applied to all vehicles operating in the UK, both 

the domestic fleet and foreign visitors. The numbers of foreign vehicles working in the UK has increased substantially in 

recent years and it is now estimated that something like one in seven of the heaviest vehicles on UK roads, that is 

articulated vehicles over 38 tonnes, is from abroad.'
